3) Carefuily examine the appliance after instahation. It sneuld
ret be plugged in if thers is waler on parts not intended o
be wet.

4) Do not operate any aanhance i« ras a damaged corg or
2 ug. orifit s malfunctioning or has been drooped or damaged
in any manne-,

5) To avod the possibiity of the applance plug or receptacle
getting wes, position aguarium stand and rank to one side of
& wal-mounted receptacle to prevent water ‘rom dripping on-
"0 the receptacle or plug.

A Tdrip-loop”, shown in the figure below, should be arrarged
by the uLser for each cord conrecting an aguariun appliance
to a receptacle. Tre "drip-ioop” is that part of the cord below
the level of the receplacle. or the connector of an extension
cord is Used. to pravert water traveling aloag the cord and
coming in contact with the receptacle.

If the plug or socket does get wet. DON'T unplug the cord
Disconnect the fuse or circut bresker that supplies powsr
to the apolance. Then Lnplug and examire for presence of
water in the recepiacle.
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Close sdpervision is necessary when any agpliance is usec by
ar near children,

To avoid inury. do not contact mowng parts or hat parts such
ag heaters, refleciors, lamp bulbs, and the lixe.

Alweys Lnplug an appliance from an outlet wher 10t ir Juse
before putting an or taking off pats, and before cleaning.
Never yank cord to pul plug from outlet. Grasp the plug and
pull to disconnect.

Co nat use an anpliance for other than intended Jse. Tre use
of attachments not recommerdad or sold by the appliance
manufacturer may cadse an unsafe condinon

Do not irstall or store e anpliances where it wil: be exposed
o the weather or to temperatures below freezing.

Make sure an appliance mounted on a tan< is secJraly i1-
stalled before cperating it

Read and chserve all tne important notices o0 the apoiance,

If an extersion corc is necessary, a cord with a proper rating
should be used. A cord rated “or -ess amperes or watls tnan
the appliance rating may overheat. Care snould be taken to
arrange the cord so that it wil not be tripped over or pulied

This anplance has a polarized plug (one blade is wider than
the other). As a safety feature, ths plug wil fit in a polanzed
outlet oniy one way. If tne plug does not fit fully in the outet,
reverse the plug. If it still doss not fit, contact a gualfed elec-
rician. Never Jse with an extension cord unless plug can be
“Ully inserted. Do rot attempt 1o defeat this sa‘sty feature.
Exception: This instruction may be onutted for an appliance
that is not provided with a polarized attachment plug.

Thermofilter 2317

T Pump head with heater & Rotary knob @ Filter canister
& Pressure side hose connection & Lattice screen

& Suction side hose connaction @ Suction pipe & Strainer
& Suction cups 9 Qutlet pipe @ Pipe piug

B Model with filter media;

Place the bottom lattice screen in position with feet down
and insert coarse filter pad. Remove filter bag from plastic
packaging and rinse thoroughly under running water. Then
press loosely into filter canister. Apply filter wool (EHFI-
SYNTH).

Empty model:
Fit with EHEIM filter media as described above. Use EHF -

FIX, EHFIMECH or coarse filter pad as a coarse filter layer.
When using for the firsttime. it is advisable to filter with
carbon (EHFIKARBCN or EHFIDRAFIN). Later. filtering
can be carried out optionally with either chemical or bio-
logical filter media.

C Moisten Q-ring and fit on to base of pump head. Attach
pump head and close clips.

D Place filter beneath aquarium — it must be at least below
the waler level. The filter may only be operated in an
upright position.

E Fitoutlet pipe to rear wali of aguarium without the pipe
plug (Fig. 1 =spraying effect, Fig. 2 = surface motion).

F Assemble suction pipe and strainer and attach to wall of
aguarium (drawing A) with 2 suction cups and connect
hoses to fiter; suction side on bottom intake nozzle,
pressure side on pump head. Fasten hoses with clamping
nut {drawing KJ.

Start of operation:

With the EHEIM suction device {order no. 400354) arby
sucking by mouth, suck the water on the pressure side
above the edge of the tank, This will starta siphon. Whenthe
canister is compietely full of water, connect the pressure
hose to the outlet pipe and switch on the filter by plugging

inthe power plug. (A vibrating noise in the pump is narmal
during the first few seconds of operation.) Only fit the pipe
plug of the outlet pipe when there are no mora bubbles in
the flow of water.

G Thanks to a thermo-sensing stement, the water tempe-
rature ismeasured and constantly regulated to within a few
1/10°C. A safety fuse prevents overheating if a fauit oc-
curs, The thermofilter is only suitable for fresh water.

H Maintenance and care:

Pull cut power plug and remove pump head. In order to
clean the pump, the lattice screen can be removed via
nylon screws. Remave any deposits on the heating spiral
by rubbing off.

Release locking mechanism on pump head and remove
purmp parts as shown in the drawing.

Clean all parts with an EHEIM cleaning brush for pump
chambers (order no. 400 957) and then reassemble in
reverse order. Attention: the shafts in the bearing hody -
and the supsrimposed pump-impeller vane — must have a
completely easy action, so that the pump starts up without
trouble.

Only in cases of emergency: The locking device of the
pump head cover can be released with the help of a screw-
driver.

When carrying out work in water, disconnect the filter

Irom the mains.

= Onlyforuse indoors. Never carry the pump by its

cable. Do notbend the cable. If the wiring is damaged,

the machine may no longer be used. Replacement of

the heating spiral and the electronic parts may only ba
i carried out by EHEIM customer service offices.
